Role /  
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Self-contained apartment: a portion of a building which forms a self-contained residence, 
including kitchen and bathroom and toilet facilities, under the exclusive possession of the 
occupier. 

 
Tenancy agreement: an agreement, whether or not in writing and whether express or 
implied, under which a person lets premises as a residence.
